Studying barriers

and motives for interaction
between teachers and students:
A theoretical review

The relevance of studying barriers and motives for interaction between
teachers and students is due to the importance of communication for both
parties, as well as the imbalance between the desired frequency of interaction
between teachers and students of Russian universities and real experience.
The article is a review of foreign and Russian studies devoted to barriers and
motives for interaction between teachers and students, as well as interaction
in general and the factors influencing it. The conducted review allows
us to systematize the data on barriers and motives for interaction between
teachers and students obtained by foreign and Russian researchers, draw
conclusions about the limitations of the applied methodological approaches,
and opens up prospects for further research on the topic in the Russian
educational context.
